1. Organizing Authority: The Barrington Yacht Club and the United States Sunfish Class Association (USSCA).

4.2.1. To compete as a Youth sailor, an individual shall not have attained his or her 19th birthday before the end 
of 2011,  

4.2.2. To compete as a Midget sailor, an individual shall not have attained his or her 15th birthday before the 
end of 2011.

13.1.1. There will be a $50 flag deposit.  

13.2.  All support boats shall also monitor the designated VHF race channel
